Finally got a chance to look at the deed abstracts – 27 Feb 
1743, William Bryant & Barnabe Bryant of Northampton sold 
2 tracts totaling 170 acres to Bartholomew Figures of Surry 
Co. VA; one tract was 100 acres which had been part of a patent 
to William Brown, the other was 70 acres, part of a patent for 
200 acres to Barnabe on 22 March 1742. This last must also be 
the one referred to in the Baggett deed. But darned if I can find 
any mention of the original grant!

NARRATIVE: A Granville Grant (deed) was 
issued to Bartholomew Figures for 110 acres 
of land on 23 Oct 1754 in Northampton 
County, located "Beginning at a corner stake". 
This deed was recorded in Land Patent Book 
14 page 284 as grant # 75."The original
