
On August 7, 1735, the Indian Interpreters, Henry 
Briggs and Thomas Wynn, for the Cheroenhaka 
(Nottoway) Indians were dismissed by an Act by the 
Commonwealth and on the same day the “first” of 
many land transfer deeds for the “Circle Tract of 
Land” transpired between the Colonials and the 
Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribe’s Chief Men 
and would continue up until November 1953, until 
both Circle and Square Track of Lands (41, 000 
Acres of Reservation Lands), were in the hands of 
the Europeans.
